Central Presbyterian - Partners in Haiti

Two years ago, Central Presbyterian Church in Kendall 

asked to be a partner with MSPC in its ministry to Haiti.  

Since then, Central has made two large cash donations to 

help the children in the House of Hope.  Last year, the 

churchôs Vacation Bible School also made small comforter-

type blankets and donated them to the House of Hope kids.  
MSPC Elder Renel Noel arranged for the shipment and deliv-

ery of this gift to Haiti.  

This year, a similar project was completed by Centralôs VBS.  

The theme, according to the Director of Childrenôs Ministry, 

was ñPanda Mania.ò  The children learned that God is wild 

about us, and loves us very much.  Preschoolers through 

Youth decorated backpacks.  The preschoolers colored their 

backpacks, and the older kids decorated theirs with tie -

dye.   Then, they each said a prayer for the child who re-
ceives their backpack.   They wanted to share God's love, 

and give these to the children at the House of Hope, in Haiti.  "Please tell them that God loves them and so do 

we!" was the sentiment of Central's Vacation Bible School.  

On Sunday, June 19, 2011, Renel Noel and his wife, Helene traveled to Central, and Renel participated in the 

worship service.  While Renel stood before the altar with a box full of back packs, a young boy read a statement 

saying that this was a gift from the Central VBS children to the House of Hope children.  Renel said that all of 

the VBS children were present in the congregation, and the presentation was very emotional.

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 I bring greetings to the MSPC congre-
gation from our Christian brothers and sisters 
in Cuba. In late May I traveled with a team of 
folks from the Presbytery of South Louisiana 
who serve as òsisteró congregations in partner-
ship with Cuban Presbyterian churches. We vis-
ited seven churches that ranged in membership 
from 50 to 300. Everywhere we went we were 
greeted with joy and warm hospitality.  
 Members of the Jaguery Grande Church 
were so pleased with the greeting photos, 
drawings, and messages many of you made for 
them. Their new church is under construction 
and should be finished in about a year. Mean-
while they meet in the home of a member.  
 I hung your cards on clothesline and 
together they circled the entire room! There 
are fifty -five members who nurture and share 
together in close community. Ten thousand 
Presbyterians worship in Cuba in churches and 
missions throughout the Matanzas Province, 
and their numbers are growing. The Cuban 
Presbyterians have maintained their faith de-
spite a long history of political and  
financial hardship in their country. The rela-
tionship we share as concerned Presbyterians 
through our prayers, our expressions of friend-
ship, and our gifts of support provide the 
bridge of connection to our Cuban family in 
Christ.
