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From My Heart to Yours

As you walk from the parking lot into the church you see a mosaic tile wall. It reads:
Miami Shores Presbyterian Church:
A Place of Grace.
A Place of Hope.
A Place for Everyone.

This has been our mission and covenant to our community, members and guests for several years. As
your Senior Pastor I am proud that it has been the heart of MSPC for many years in the past. I have
seen many come to the church in my seven years here who have come, and stayed, because of your
heart—the heart of a congregation that expressed a graceful heart, a hopeful faith, and that with words
and deeds said, there is “a place for everyone” here.

That’s the kind of heart found in Jesus.

My pastor’s column is religiously about the programs, issues, and happenings of the Miami Shores
Presbyterian Church. It’s always about local things close to our church home. However, I must share a
word with you about an action of the greater Presbyterian Church USA that you will surely read about in
the Herald, Wall Street Journal, Time, etc. A few days ago a majority of our 173 nationwide
Presbyterian presbyteries voted to modify the Presbyterian Church USA Book of Order. Previously, a
strict interpretation of polity had prohibited the ordination of gay and lesbian clergy, elders and
deacons. Now, the Book of Order will state that those who are called to ordination as elders, deacons,
and Ministers of Word and Sacrament are “to submit joyfully to the Lordship of Jesus Christ in all
aspects of life”, and each session and presbytery will determine if a candidate’s life models submission
to Jesus Christ as Lord in his or hers’ life.

What does this mean for the greater church? It means only that each church and each presbytery will
decide on the suitability of candidates for ordination. One presbytery executive said regarding this
change, “Some will rejoice, and some will weep, however”, he continued, “as Presbyterians we believe
that the only way we will find God’s will in the church is by seeking it together—worshipping, praying,
thinking and serving along side one another.” Presbyterians might not agree on all things...but they
stick together for the sake of Christ. 1believe that after thirty years of debating this issue—one that has
siphoned so much energy—the Presbyterian Church can now get back to the work of Christ: spreading
the gospel, ministering to the needy, and healing a broken world.

What does this all mean for our Miami Shores Presbyterian Church? I can say, I don’t believe it will
make much difference here. You see, as a church we have always sought to be a
place of grace, hope and a place for everyone. In years past officers and staff were
chosen by God and affirmed by us simply because their Christian lives modeled the
love and integrity of Jesus. Their orientation was not the issue, their faith and
heart was always the issue. For us, this will not be much of a change.

Finally, I'm very proud of the heart—the heart of Christ Jesus—that is present in
our church. This is the heartbeat and warmth that is drawing people to join in the
celebration here! It is the heart of Christ Jesus who makes this a place of hope, a
place of grace, and a place for everyone.

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Pan Americana Presbyterian Church

I was very touched when Bill and Nora Tenney shared with the II
Missions Committee of their invitation and visit to the little church ——
school at Pan Americana Presbyterian Church in Allapattah. They told == {f=
us that Rev. Aida Diego, Moderating Pastor, was giving her services
to the church and preaching every Sunday. They told of the dedi-
cated people who are teaching the children and the needs of this poor >

My first thoughts were that of the 46 little children in a tiny pre-school in a very de-
pressed area. Having worked for many years as a psychologist/therapist with persons with
disabilities and drug addiction, I know first hand the devastation on families, especially the
children. I served clients in this particular area and know that it is very difficult to escape the
vicious cycle of drugs and crime.

I was drawn to volunteer to help take items in our warehouse that were not being used
and much needed for the school and the children. Jim Gregory with his truck met Bill, Nora
and me at the warehouse to gather toys, clothes, and books to take to the school, 796 NW
29" Street. The items were gratefully received by Jose Luis Wagener, who is an Elder of the
church and with his wife, Co-Director, of the school.

I was given a tour of the school. The little ones were absolutely beautiful. The class-
rooms I visited were immaculate. I was impressed with the love and individual attention the
children received. Each child is tracked daily. The staff is well aware of the gross neglect of
these children once they leave the school. The school serves the children dinner before they
go home because they may not eat again until breakfast the next morning at the school. Also,
the school sends clean diapers home at the end of the day in order that the children will have
clean ones when they come to school the next morning.

Many of us can not go on foreign mission trips to serve those in need. We have a local
opportunity to serve a Presbyterian Church with a wonderful program here in Miami. Their
need is equally great. Recently they had a burglary with everything of value stolen. They
can't afford a burglar alarm and can’t get insurance until they have one.

Upon receiving the truck load of items we delivered, Rev. Diego sent an e-mail to Dr.
Sam and expressed her appreciation. She is so glad that a sister church is taking an interest
in and actively helping. This has lifted the spirit of the church members and the teachers.

I encourage you to become involved and visit the church and school. We at MSPC are
so blessed. It is a blessing to be able to help those in our community.
