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MSPC Healthy Children Policy

1. For the protection of your child and the other children, parents are requested not to bring a child who appears to be ill. A child should not be placed in the nursery when any of the following exists:
  

· Fever -- currently or within previous 24 hours, 

· Vomiting or diarrhea, 

· Significant, persistent nasal drainage which is green or yellow in color, 

· Any symptom of a childhood disease, such as scarlet fever, German measles, mumps or chicken pox, 

· Common cold, 

· Sore throat, 

· Any unexplained rash, 

· Any skin infection, 

· Pink eye or other eye infection. 

2. We will not administer any medication.
  

3. If the child develops a fever or other symptoms of illness while in the nursery, he/she will be separated from other children and the parents will be contacted to take the child home.
  

4. If your child has a physical condition that may require specialized intervention or precaution, please contact the Director of Youth and Children’s Ministries at 305-754-9541 to discuss special arrangements.
  

5. If your child develops an infectious disease (chicken pox, etc.) after he/she has been in the nursery, please contact the Director of Youth and Children’s Ministries, so we may notify other parents of their child’s exposure.
  

6. Toys used by the children are wiped at the end of each Sunday and at other times that are necessary. Toys are disinfected monthly.
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
